Student Reports June 2018 

Student reports provide students, teachers and parents with a clear and concise picture of a studentôs achievement 

and progress at a point in time. Teachers make informed and consistent decisions about student progress against 

the achievement standards using a variety of assessments and observations to inform their judgement. They map 

the studentôs learning against the achievement standards outlined in the Victorian Curriculum, and place each 

student on the learning continuum, to reflect their level of performance and progress.  

The Victorian Curriculum 

The Victorian Curriculum is structured as a single developmental learning continuum and is organised by levels, not 

years of schooling. The curriculum consists of Towards Foundation Levels A to D and Levels Foundation to 10. All 

curriculum areas have achievement standards, describing what students are able to understand and do. 

All students progress along the learning continuum at their own rate and from their own starting point. Students are 

taught at the level that suits their needs, rather than being taught to the year level and age group they are in. 

Teachers provide learning opportunities to support the learning for all students, including those students with 

additional learning needs or disability.

Parent Portal 

Kilberry Valley Primary School has introduced a new initiative, the Parent Portal. This enables you to log onto the 

SENTRAL website at any time, to access information about your child's schooling. Some of the features available 

are resources and links to useful sites including the school newsletter, attendance information, previous student 

reports, past NAPLAN testing results and subject learning continuums. This semester we have added the learning 

continuum for Spanish to the existing learning continuums of English, EAL, Mathematics Art, Music, Drama, Physical 

Education and Digital Technologies. ***Note: Continuum tracking will be visible in the Parent Portal for 5 weeks only 

following mid and end of year report publication. *** 

All families will have their own individual log in details, which will be sent home with your eldest childôs report.  There 

will also be detailed instructions on how to create and log into your own account as well as how to navigate this site.

navigating the site, you can make an appointment at the office for a quick tutorial with a staff member.
